2.5  References
References should in Vancouver format. They should be indicated in square brackets according to the order of appearances in the text, i.e. [1], [2-4]. The full list should be collected at the end of the paper in numerical order. Total references are limited to 50 for Full Article and 30 for Notes. Articles can only be cited when published or in press.
Authors of references should be listed surname first, followed by a comma and initials of given names. All authors should be listed unless there are more than five, in which case only the first author should be given, followed by et al.
